11. Claim Signaturelcertification - In submitting claims for reimbursement the claim 
signature/certification block must contain one of the following signature methods:

Typewritten signature

Electronic signature 

Note: Either full name or initials is acceptable. 

Provider authorization for the signature on claims submitted to Tennessee is receipt and 
acceptance of payment with an itemized remittance advice for these claims; i.e., check 
endorsement. 
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
