BAN ON IMPORTATION OF WILDLIFE

Pursuant to TCA 70-4-401 Rule 1660-1-15
Effective July 1, 2015, through June 30, 2016

This ban will be imposed on wild caught mammals from states and provinces
that have a recognized disease problem in certain mammals.

The following wild caught mammals from the listed states and provinces are
banned from importation into the state of Tennessee.
