PATHWAY FOCUS OPTIONS  
The revised Automotive Collision Repair program of study was designed with flexibility to help programs develop 
course sequencing that best prepares students for postsecondary and careers in collision repair in coordination 
with the school’s individual scheduling and equipment availability. The charts below outline possible courses 
sequencing available for each focus area. When coupled with Damage Analysis, Estimating, & Customer Service, 
NATEF allows programs to be NATEF-accredited in Painting and Refinishing or Non-Structural or both when 
required hours are met. Please see http://www.natef.org for more details on achieving program accreditation. 

Both Collision Repair: Non-Structural and Collision Repair: Painting & Refinishing may be offered for 1, 2, or 3 
credits. The course description documents prescribe which standards should be covered for the varying credit 
levels. This configuration allows students to repeat courses when the prescribed standards for each credit level 
are covered sequentially. For example, a student may take Non-Structural during the tenth grade year for 1 
credit and Non-Structural during the eleventh grade year for 2 credits. The school should designate the 
sequencing of the courses, such as Non-Structural A and Non-Structural B/C. The teacher should cover the 
course standards listed in the 1 credit option in Non-Structural A and all remaining course standards listed in 
Non-Structural B/C.
