CAREER OPPORTUNITIES 

The Early Childhood Education occupation group has a bright outlook statewide between 2014 and 2022. Job opportunities are strongest in urban, suburban, and northern areas of Tennessee. The job outlook for this program of study in Tennessee is as follows: 26.5 percent increase for childcare workers, 21.1 percent increase for kindergarten teachers, 20 percent increase for elementary school teachers, and 40.5 percent increase for preschool teachers by 2022.
