Job Outlook
Employment of emergency medical technicians (EMTs) and paramedics is projected to grow 24 percent from 2014 to 2024, much faster than the average for all occupations. Emergencies, such as car crashes, natural disasters, and acts of violence, will continue to create demand for EMTs and paramedics. An increasing call volume due to the country’s aging population is expected to keep job prospects high for EMTs and paramedics. The majority of positions in emergency medicine will come from the need to replace the large number of dispatchers expected to transfer to other occupations or leave the labor force.
