TITLE I Fiscal Principle- Supplement Not Supplant

· Federal funds such as Title I are used to supplement or augment the regular education program

· Targets sub groups of children left behind- economically disadvantaged, limited English proficient, migratory, with disabilities, Indian, neglected or delinquent 
· Level of service is higher than would be the case without federal money

· To avoid supplanting, ask – In absence of federal funds would this program or service exist?
Prohibits

· The use of federal funds to perform a service that would be paid for with state, local money, or other federal funds
· Basic operational expenses

Title I Part D Uses Of Funds
· Supplemental program funding for services: educational, therapeutic, and transition for current or to further schooling, dropout prevention, job skills, drug/alcohol therapy, individual or family counseling
· Adding to the basic academic and therapeutic program services

· Purchasing computers, software, work-books- academic, vocational, therapy, anger management,  independent life skills 

· Paying for salaries- classroom aides, instructional coaches, summer programs
· Transitioning children to local schools
