1.   FEDERAL- SECTION 1401. PURPOSE AND PROGRAM AUTHORIZATION.

(a) PURPOSE- It is the purpose of this part — 

(1) to improve educational services for children and youth in local and State institutions for neglected or delinquent children and youth so that such children and youth have the opportunity to meet the same challenging State academic content standards and challenging State student academic achievement standards that all children in the State are expected to meet;

(2) to provide such children and youth with the services needed to make a successful transition from institutionalization to further schooling or employment; and

(3) to prevent at-risk youth from dropping out of school, and to provide dropouts, and children and youth returning from correctional facilities or institutions for neglected or delinquent children and youth, with a support system to ensure their continued education.
      2.   TITLE I, PART D NON-REGULATORY GUIDANCE
             E-1.
Which children and youth are eligible for services under Subpart 1?

          To participate in the SA’s N or D program, a child or youth must be:
· 21 years of age or younger 

· Entitled to free public education up to grade 12; and 
· Enrolled in a regular program of instruction at either an eligible institution or community day program for the required length of time (20 hours per week if in an institution or community day program for youth who are N or D; 15 hours per week if in an adult correctional institution).  

A “regular program of instruction” means an education program (not beyond grade 12) in an institution or a community day program for neglected or delinquent children that consists of classroom instruction in basic school subjects such as reading, mathematics, and vocationally oriented subjects, and that is supported by non-Federal funds.  Neither the manufacture of goods within the institution nor activities related to institutional maintenance are considered classroom instruction.
     3.   TENNESSEE STATE NEGLECTED & DELINQUENT-STATE PLAN GOALS (On Consolidated Application)   
Objective 1:  To maintain and improve educational achievement of participants.

Indicator 1.1: 85% of students will progress academically above their current level in math, language arts, and reading.

Indicator 1.2: The percentage of students that pass the state-mandated tests will increase annually. 

Objective 2:  To increase the number of school credits accrued by participants that meet State requirements for grade promotion and secondary school graduation.

Indicator 2.1:  The percentage of students promoted from remedial classes to grade level or to GED classes will increase annually.

Objective 3:  To provide participants with transition services to regular programs or other education programs operated by local education agencies;

Indicator 3.1:  A minimum of 70% of students who move into a school program will remain in that program for one year.

Objective 4:  To assist participants in completing secondary school (or secondary school equivalency requirements) and obtaining employment, or providing participants with post-secondary education and/or job training programs through the correctional facility or institution for neglected or            delinquent children and youth.


Indicator 4:1:  The percentage of students completing secondary school or GED requirements will increase annually.


Indicator 4:2:  The percentage of students entering the workforce, entering post-secondary institutions, or job training programs following release from state custody will increase annually.

          * Annual Neglected & Delinquent Survey to generate funding

          * Pre/post testing participants in reading and math

          * Data collection and submission of the Consolidated State Performance Report

          * Three year monitoring cycle from TN Dept. of Education

          * Yearly internal monitoring (same form) submitted to TN Dept. of Education

     5.    SECTION 1415 USE OF FUNDS
(1) IN GENERAL- A State agency shall use funds received under this subpart only for programs and projects that — 

(A) are consistent with the State plan under section 1414(a); and

(B) concentrate on providing participants with the knowledge and skills needed to make a successful transition to secondary school completion, vocational or technical training, further education, or employment.
(2) PROGRAMS AND PROJECTS- Such programs and projects — 

(A) may include the acquisition of equipment;

(B) shall be designed to support educational services that — 

(i) except for institution-wide projects under section 1416, are provided to children and youth identified by the State agency as failing, or most at-risk of failing, to meet the State's challenging academic content standards and student academic achievement standards;

(ii) supplement and improve the quality of the educational services provided to such children and youth by the State agency; and

(iii) afford such children and youth an opportunity to meet challenging State academic achievement standards;

(C) shall be carried out in a manner consistent with section 1120A and part I (as applied to programs and projects under this part); and

(D) may include the costs of meeting the evaluation requirements of section 9601.
SUPPLEMENT, NOT SUPPLANT- A program under this subpart that supplements the number of hours of instruction students receive from State and local sources shall be considered to comply with the supplement, not supplant requirement of section 1120A (as applied to this part) without regard to the subject areas in which instruction is given during those hours.

            F-1.
What is required in the Subpart 1 State plan?

            Projects may use Subpart 1 funds to pay the necessary and reasonable costs that provide a variety of services, including reading, mathematics, language arts, and   

            vocationally oriented programs that include academic classroom instruction so long as these are supplementary services and materials.  For example: 

· Hire additional teachers, aides, educational counselors, and other staff members to provide additional instruction in areas of greatest need;

· Train teachers, aides, and other staff members who are actively involved in providing Title I services; 

· Procure needed educational materials and equipment for Title I instruction, including books, computers, audiovisual equipment and supplies, and classroom  

              materials for industrial arts and vocational training; and

· Hire transition coordinators or buy new equipment to assist students’ transitions (e.g., purchasing scanners to scan individualized education program (IEP) 

             documents).
        7.     SECTION 1418. TRANSITION SERVICES 
(a) TRANSITION SERVICES- Each State agency shall reserve not less than 15 percent and not more than 30 percent of the amount such agency receives under this subpart for any fiscal year to support — 
(1) projects that facilitate the transition of children and youth from State-operated institutions to schools served by local educational agencies; or
(2) the successful reentry of youth offenders, who are age 20 or younger and have received a secondary school diploma or its recognized equivalent, into postsecondary education, or vocational and technical training programs, through strategies designed to expose the youth to, and prepare the youth for, postsecondary education, or vocational and technical training programs, such as — 
(A) preplacement programs that allow adjudicated or incarcerated youth to audit or attend courses on college, university, or community college campuses, or through programs provided in institutional settings;
(B) worksite schools, in which institutions of higher education and private or public employers partner to create programs to help students make a successful transition to postsecondary education and employment; and
(C) essential support services to ensure the success of the youth, such as — 

(i) personal, vocational and technical, and academic, counseling;

(ii) placement services designed to place the youth in a university, college, or junior college program;

(iii) information concerning, and assistance in obtaining, available student financial aid;

(iv) counseling services; and

(v) job placement services.

Parental Involvement
           I-1.  What are the SA’s parental involvement requirements?

         In its application, an SA must assure that it will work with parents to secure their assistance in improving their children's and youth’s educational  

         achievement and, as appropriate, preventing further involvement in delinquent activities. Although distance and other factors may limit the involvement of 
         parents, an SA, to the extent possible, must give parents the opportunity to participate in their children's and youth’s educational plans.  In cases where 
         such an arrangement may not be practicable, a person such as an instructional staff member or someone who is responsible for the individual's education 
         may act in place of that person's parent.
