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	STEP 1: Read about it 
Text should be short, complex and worthy of a close read. Select a text that allows you to deepen your students understanding of your content standards.

	STEP 2: Think about it
Students experience the text for a second time paying attention to specific details or concepts prompted by teacher questions.  Focus here is on context and building academic vocabulary.

	
1. How do some forms of CPR differ from others?
2. What does research say about the effectiveness of different CPR techniques?
3. What are some factors that determine the success rate of CPR?




	STEP 3: Talk about it 
Teacher leads the class in a discussion of the text through text-based questions, pushing students for deeper meaning and textual evidence to support their claims.   Teacher may keep the class in whole group discussion or break into smaller groups to drive discussions.  Focus here is on context and building academic vocabulary.

	
1. What are the factors that Dr. Shmerling outlines as important in the success rate of CPR? What evidence in the text does he give to explain why these factors are important?
2. What published studies, referenced in the texts, suggest changes to CPR to improve success rates?  
a. What are the changes they suggest and why?




	STEP 4: Write about it 
Students should now put their new learning into writing by responding to a prompt.   Academic language should be used accurately in writing.  Data Analysis should be included if appropriate.

	You are sitting in a health science class and your teacher informs you that starting next Monday, you will begin to learn Heartsaver Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation. Write an argument in which you answer the question: How effective is cardiopulmonary resuscitation? Begin by selecting one of the following claims or create your own.
· Cardiopulmonary resuscitation is highly effective and everyone should learn this skill.
· Cardiopulmonary resuscitation is not effective and should only be performed by healthcare professionals.
Be sure to support your claim with multiple sources of scientific data and evidence from the texts provided. Include reasoning that builds a strong, compelling argument that will persuade your readers. Identify a counterclaim and include reasoning that would explain the strengths and limitations of this claim.
