
PL Guide – Literacy For All - Implementing Literacy in the Various Content Area Classrooms Using Read About It, Think About It, Talk About It, Write About It
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[bookmark: PLC_Guide:][bookmark: The_following_is_a_sample_protocol_that_][bookmark: _GoBack]PL Guide: Traditionally content area teachers struggle with how incorporate Literacy into their classes in a meaningful way.  This PLC Guide is aimed to provide Science, Fine Art, CTE, Wellness, etc teachers with a sample protocol to use as a framework to design lessons that utilize the “Read about it, Think about it, Talk about it, Write about it” protocol for infusing literacy into the content area.  The goal of this PLC will be for content area teachers to experience the “RTTW” protocol as a learner and then use the framework to develop and teach a lesson through it. Follow up to the PLC will include using student work samples to determine the effectiveness of the lesson.

Topic for Discussion: Teachers will be experience a lesson as a learner using RTTW Protocol for incorporating Literacy in the content area classroom.  

	Step 1:
		Select which content area lesson will be used with the PLC Guide.  Options include Biology, Arts Audio/Visual, Health Science, and Welding.  Download the lesson plan and the included readings.

Have the PLC facilitator lead the PLC through the lesson.  The facilitator is the teacher while PLC members are the students.  This lesson should take 45 minutes to complete.






	Step 2:
	After teachers have experienced the RTTW protocol as a learner, facilitate a discussion where teachers share their own thoughts about how it pushed them to think about literacy.  Where were their struggles, what where the areas of strength?  What actions did the facilitator take to support them through their struggles?

	Step 3:
	Working collaboratively PLC members will take this lesson plan template and design a similar lesson that fits into their upcoming standards.  If time allows, teachers should field test the lesson on another group of teachers.  This would ensure that the text-based questions provide proper entry points for students and assist to push students.


	Step 4:
	All teachers in the PLC should implement this lesson at the same time.  In following PLCs, teachers should review samples of the student writing to determine the levels of mastery.  Teachers can discuss which questions helped to drive understanding and what areas of the lesson can be strengthened to address any student shortcomings.


	Step 5:
	[bookmark: Review_the_design,_format,_and_administr]Extension:  After PLCs from multiple subject areas undergo this process, facilitate a discussion so that teachers can see the benefit for students when all teachers are dedicated to the process of incorporating literacy into their content lessons.
