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	Implementation Lessons from Children Exposed to Violence Programs
Sixty percent of American children have been exposed to violence, according to a 2009 national survey. In response, the U.S. Department of Justice launched the Defending Childhood Initiative to prevent children’s exposure to violence (CEV), mitigate negative impacts and raise awareness. The initiative funded eight sites around the country to institute comprehensive strategies that respond to and prevent CEV. To learn from their experiences, NIJ funded the Center for Court Innovation to evaluate six of these sites. Despite differences between programs, general lessons can provide valuable insight into implementing and sustaining a CEV program as well as information on what funders and technical assistance providers should consider when supporting large, multisite initiatives.
