INTRODUCTION:
Sexual Assaults are tracked by the Tennessee Bureau of Investigation (TBI) and are identified as cases involving victims who meet the categories of Forcible Rape, Forcible Sodomy, Sexual Assault with an Object, Forcible Fondling, Incest, or Statutory Rape.   

ABOUT THE VICTIMS:
· In 2013, a total of 5,548 persons were recognized as Sexual Assault victims in Tennessee. 
· African Americans were twice as likely to be sexually assaulted compared to Whites in 2013.
· Females were more than six times as likely to be sexually assaulted compared to Males in 2013. 
· Children under 10 were 85% more likely to be sexually assaulted compared to adults 25-34 in 2013.
· 14-17 year olds were almost six times as likely to be sexually assaulted compared to adults 25-34 in 2013.

REGIONAL DISTRIBUTION:
· Davidson County had the highest rate of victims in 2013 at 154.4 per 100,000 population. 
· North East Tennessee had the lowest rate of victims in 2013 at 52.5 per 100,000 population. 
· Shelby County had the highest number of victims at 1,104 in 2013.
· Madison County had the lowest number of victims at 104 in 2013.
