In an effort to achieve consistency in the way we process requests and provide responses, the Tennessee Bureau of Investigation will initiate the following changes to the procedure for comparison and identification of deceased individuals effective August 1, 2013.   
If the deceased person’s cause of death is homicide or suspected homicide, the deceased prints should be submitted to the TBI Forensic Services Division Evidence Receiving Unit along with a Request for Examination Form. These cases will be analyzed by an examiner in the Latent Print Unit.  A TBI laboratory report will be issued and will be accessible via IResults.
If the request for identification is related to a non-criminal case or a death associated with natural causes, please notify Kenneth Blue at (615) 744-4078 or by email Kenneth.blue@tn.gov and mail (submit) the deceased prints to his attention. Upon completion, I will provide a written report for your records.
