o Collect over 600 variables for each case
e We have collected data for all drugs starting in 2019
e State Unintentional Drug Overdose Reporting System (SUDORS) is a part of CDC National Violent
Death Reporting System (NVDRS)
e SUDORS data is collected in 6-month periods from January-June and July-December, and submitted
every 6 months
e We just submitted data from July-December 2021 this past August 12th2022
e Currently we are working on data from January-June 2022, and we will submit it in February 2023
e Reasons why data is so delayed
e Overview of the Numbers
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o From January 2019-December 2020, 4,976 individuals died of an unintentional or
undetermined drug overdose in TN according to our SUDORS data
o Deaths increased 48% from 2019 to 2020
o llicit opioids and stimulants accounted for the highest proportions of death-66.6% and
48.8% respectively
o Fentanyl was the substance that occurred the most frequently on toxicology reports during
these two years
o Total SUDORS Overdoses in TN, 2019 — 2020
= 2006in 2019
= 2970in 2020
o Evidence of Substance Use Disorder History Among SUDORS Deaths in TN, 2019 — 2020
= 45%in 2019, and 44% in 2020 was No
=  55%in 2019, and 56% in 2020 was Yes
