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Justification for Removal  

The Elisha Johnson Mansion was listed in the National Register of Historic Places on December 24, 

1974, for architectural and industrial history significance. In 1996, the mansion was damaged by a fire 

(see Figure 1). In 2001, the mansion was dismantled. A local news site reported that the owner intended 

to rebuild the building (see Figure 2), but that did not occur. A site visit in March 2022 confirmed the 

building was not extant (see Figure 3). Due to its demolition, the Elisha Johnson Mansion has lost the 

characteristics for which it was listed and should be removed from the National Register of Historic 

Places.
